2008 Beaux Freres Willamette Pinot Noir  $49.99 ($52.99) 93 WS This wine displays a striking 
minerality, plenty of forest floor along with raspberry and black current fruit profile. There is lots of 
structure, acidity and tannin and it cuts a complex profile framed in a hint of creamy oak.  
2009 Merry Edwards Sauvignon Blanc $38.99 (42.99) The experience of tasting this luscious 
Sauvignon Blanc begins with a complex, mouthwatering aroma of golden delicious and honey crisp 
apples accented with crème brulée and sweet Meyer lemon. 

  Pick of the Month: 
2008 Solena Pinot Noir, Grand Cuvée, Willamette Valley $19.99 (reg. 27.99) 

90 Points International Wine Cellar 
“Vivid ruby. Expansive, seductive bouquet of raspberry, cherry compote, potpourri and spice cake. 
Juicy red fruit flavors are braced by zesty acidity and pick up a peppery, spicy quality on the back 
end. This racy, precise pinot finishes with very good punch & lingering red berry and floral notes”.

Under 20, Over 90 Continues! Even MORE Tasty Wines 
2008 Broglia Gavi di Gavi “La Meirana” $18.99 (23.99) 90IWC: 100% Cortese, white flowers, lime and pas‐

sion fruit on the nose. With some subtle hints of chalk., kiwi, vanilla custard that are lifted off the palate with 

bright minerality and citrus notes. 

2006 Allegrini Palazzo della Torre Ripassa $19.99 (23.99) 90 WA: 70% Corvina, 25% Rondinella and 5 % San‐

giovese. 30% off the Amarone juice is added to make this Ripassa style wine. This adds another layer of com‐

plexity to this steal. 

2007 Magnificent Wine Company “The Originals” Merlot, Columbia Valley, $19.99 (22.99)90 WS: Supple 

and elegant with pretty red plum, rhubarb and spice flavors that glide over refined tannins. A nice hint of 

smoke lingers on the beautiful finish. 

2008 Crios de Susana Balbo Malbec  $13.99 (15.99) 90 WA: The aromas are a mix of freshly crushed black 

cherries and toasty/smoky oak. The jammy fruit quality just keeps coming on strong, with hints of spice. 

2009 Spy Valley Sauvignon Blanc  $17.99 (19.99) 91 WA: This wine is a classic Marlborough Sauvignon Blanc 

with intense flavors and crisp acid in a dry style. Lifted fruit aromas of passionfruit, and grapefruit with a 

background citrus character. Complex mineral and sweet pea notes add interest. 

2009 Montebuena Tempranillo, Rioja $11.99 (14.99).90 WA: This wine has a  perfume of  spice box, leather, 

tobacco, and blackberry. On the palate it is packed with ripe fruit, has great concentration, and balance. 

2007 Trimbach Riesling, Alsace $16.99 (18.99) 91 WS Bright, with green edges and a developed nose, the 

wine shows a hint of mineral flavor. Flavors of white peach, quince and lemon burst on the palate.

2008 Oregon Pinot Noir: Behold the  Beauties… 
 

2008 Fiddle Creek Pinot Noir “Hyland Vineyard” $24.99 (31.99): 
A new fun wine out in the Birmingham market! From one of Oregon’s oldest vineyards (Hyland was 
planted in 1971!) This is a wonderful, deep flavored, impressive beauty made by Solena’s Laurent 
Montalieu. It is explosive with rose petals, earth and spice. Very elegant and sophisticated. 
2008 Torii Mor Black Label Pinot Noir $21.99 ($32.99) 
This has aromas of earth, grape stems, dark berries and notes of mushrooms. The flavors show a mix of 
dark berries and dark cherries, earthiness, and spiciness followed by graham cracker- barrel toast.   
2008 Erath Pinot Noir Willamette Valley $15.99 (19.99) 
Bright cherry and juicy red plum aromas are lifted by a hint of exotic, zesty spice. The sweet entry leads to 
mouth-filling cherry pie, red currant and vanilla-coffee flavors that extend into a subtle smokiness. 
2008 Ransom Pinot Noir, Willamette Valley, $23.99 (30.99) 91 WS 
Polished, elegant and deftly balanced to let the gorgeous rose petal-accented currant and plum fruit float 
easily over the well-buffed tannins, all of it lingering elegantly. 
2008 King Estate Pinot Noir, Oregon  $27.99 (29.99) 
Earth, mushroom, cedar, raspberry, spice and dark cherry envelope the nose, while cherry, caramel and
